Holiday Island Homeowners Association
Quarterly Meeting, October  8, 2009

The meeting was called to order by President Ken Brown.  Reverend Allen Thrasher led the group in the opening prayer.  Vice President Rick Ragan led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as printed.  The financial report was approved as printed.

The election of officers was conducted for HIHA for 2010.  Deb Hartsell was elected Vice President by acclamation.  A nominating committee, consisting of Wanda Black, Susan Smith, and Ken Brown was formed to identify nominees for the Social Director.

In the absence of Reverend Carl Petering, President Brown gave memorials of four HIHA members who had passed away since the last meeting.  Four additional Holiday Island residents had also passed away.

A “Deer Survey” was passed out to members, with a request to complete to the best of their knowledge.
Nigel Hartey gave a report on the Flint Street Mission benefit, co-sponsored by HIHA.  Approximately 80 people attended the benefit, which provided a $600 donation to Flint Street.  Appreciation was expressed to President Ken Brown for paying for the mailing promoting this event.
Rick Ragan welcomed two new members to HIHA.

Jerry Horning reported that 62 volunteers are currently volunteering as Neighborhood Watch volunteers (up from 26 a year ago.)  We continue to push toward 90 total volunteers.
We continue to look for Highway Cleanup volunteers.

Vern Anderson gave a report on progress of the 2010 phone book.

President Brown reported that HIHA would no longer consider participation in the covered walkway to the clubhouse project, as HISID has requested bids, which are currently coming in at around $100,000. 
President Brown told the membership that, as of this meeting date, the HIFD had been unable to locate additional funds to complement the $6500 HIHA had pledged toward the purchase of an emergency generator to be located at the Elks Club in case of a power emergency.  Because there was not a quorum at the meeting, vote on approving an additional $3500 was deferred to the January meeting.
Following adjournment of the business meeting, the Eureka Springs School Board and Sheriff Bob Grudek gave presentations.
