General Membership Meeting

April 2, 2009
The meeting was called to order by President Ken Brown.  Reverend Allen Thrasher gave the opening prayer, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Colleen Shogren presented the minutes of the last meeting. The minutes were approved as printed.  Treasurer Shogren presented the 2009 1st quarter financial report, which was approved as printed.

Reverend Carl Petering read memorials of 2 HIHA members who had passed since the last meeting.  
Connie Stielow introduced Cathy Henson, who will serve on the HIHA Welcoming Committee with Connie.  Connie also presented and welcomed one new family as Association members.

Jerry Horning thanked all of the volunteers who are currently serving as members of the Neighborhood Watch.  He said we currently have close to 60 volunteers, but we need 30-35 more, as we would like to have 3 people patrolling every day.  Members who wish to volunteer should contact Jerry directly.  The Neighborhood Watch potluck is scheduled for April 23 at 5 p.m., and all HIHA members are welcome.

 Fred Holz reported that the first Highway Cleanup is scheduled for 4-18-2009, with a lunch to follow.  We need 35-40 volunteers for this project.

 Vernon Anderson thanked the people who worked on the 2009 Holiday Island Telephone books – particularly Dean Larsen and Randall Cavanah for their work on the book, and Virginia Hansen and Lynda Thompson for ad sales.  A thank you also went out to Don and Vicki VanderHorn (past phonebook chairs) for their assistance.  Also, thanks to the volunteers who sat at the distribution tables at the meeting 4-2-09.
Appreciation was extended to Dean Lenz for his work in keeping the Clubhouse marquee up-to-date.

President Brown told the membership that ex-President Fred Nelson had agreed to serve on the HIHA Board of Trustees, to bring the number of Trustees up to the required five members.  He requested and received membership approval.

Three proposals were presented for funding for 2009.  Discussion and questions occurred, including a request that last year’s planned covering of the walkways to the clubhouse be included for consideration.  It was recommended that members write that item on the ballot if they would like to continue to pursue that option.
The proposals included:

A.  Providing $1,000 to the American Legion to purchase a piece of playground equipment for the American Legion Park.

B. Approving approximately $3,550 to landscape the front entrance to Holiday Island.

C. Giving $6500 toward the purchase of a $10,000 generator to the Holiday Island Fire Department to create an additional emergency shelter that could house up to 100 citizens.
The meeting was adjourned followed by a presentation by Jack Deaton, Holiday Island Fire Department, and his team, on Fire Prevention, Emergency Preparedness and Crisis Management.
