Fred Holz gave a report on the Highway/Shoreline cleanup.   Cleanups have occurred on 4/18/09 (followed by a picnic), 6/20/09, and the next one is scheduled for 10/24/09.  Volunteers are always welcome.

President Brown gave a report on the Holiday Island Beautification Committee.  The front entrance landscaping project is completed.  The Indian Hills sign has been repainted (thank-you to volunteer Barbara Bosher) and volunteers are working on weed control at the front berm.

Commissioner Kay Janky gave the group a report on the Deer Management Advisory Group created by HISID.  Kay is the chairperson of that group.  The group needs volunteers from different Holiday Island areas to serve on the steering committee.  A “flashlight hunt” is planned for the fall/winter to identify where the majority of the deer are.

Nigel Hartey spoke about a benefit scheduled for the Flint Street Mission on August 22.  HIHA is cosponsoring the benefit.

Morrison Architects spoke about the website, eshsmasterplan.com, established to inform the community about plans for the future of the Eureka Springs High School.

The business meeting was adjourned, followed by the speaker, Willie Johnson of J.B. Hunt, whose presentation was entitled, “Retired!!!  Now What?”
