General Membership Meeting

 January 14, 2010

The meeting was called to order by President Ken Brown.  Reverend Carl Petering (in Reverend Allen Thrasher’s absence) gave the opening prayer, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Secretary Colleen Shogren presented the minutes of the last meeting, which were approved as written.  She told the group about her goal for 2010 – to decrease the cost of membership mailings by sending e-mail announcements of the meetings and social events.  She requested current e-mail addresses from members.

Treasurer Steve Shogren gave the treasurer’s report.  He reminded members to get their membership dues in promptly, as they will want a copy of the new phone book deliverable in April, which has a photograph taken by Carol Jacobson on the cover.  He thanked the members of the phone book committee.  In addition, he told the group the board has approved increasing our CD to $15,000.

1.  During the treasurer’s report, discussion occurred about how to spend HIHA money.  Treasurer Shogren reminded HIHA members that we still have a $6500 expenditure pledged to HIFD for a generator, and President Brown said we may request an additional $3500 to fund the entire cost of that generator.

2. A request was made for a Dog Park to be located near the Rec Center.

3. Another request was made by the Beautification committee for concrete picnic tables and benches.

4. Bids will be requested for window treatments in the ballroom of the Clubhouse, which may also be presented to members for funding.

Kay Janky presented the results of the “Deer Study” done on Holiday Island.  She told the group that deer crossing signs have been erected, and any car/deer encounters should be reported to HISID or the sheriff.  There will be a “Deer Spotlight Study” on February 22 on the Island.  And finally – please don’t feed the deer. It creates “herding”, which is unnatural, and the food isn’t healthy for the deer.

President Brown presented a new Volunteer of the Year award to C.J. Lough for all his work on Christmas decorations at the front entrance.

President Ragan listed some of his goals for 2010:


Increase volunteerism.


Establish a method to increase input from HIHA members.


Publicize our organization more.


Consider changing the meeting time and shortening the meetings.
