General Membership Meeting

 April 8, 2010
1. The meeting was called to order by President Rick Ragan.  Reverend Allen Thrasher gave the opening prayer, which was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

2. Secretary Colleen Shogren presented the minutes of the last meeting, which were approved as written.  
3. Treasurer Steve Shogren gave the treasurer’s report.  He noted that most of our income is realized in the 3rd and 4th quarters of the year, and reminded the group that $6500 of our current assets have been allocated to a generator for HIFD emergency response.
4. Joanie Kratzer announced to the group a Run/Walk benefit, in honor of Carole Hilmer, to be held on May 15 at 9 a.m.
5. Vice President Deb Hartsell asked the group if they would like to have speakers at our meetings who are also potentially vendors of a product or service.  The HIHA membership voted “no”, but agreed that vendors associated with HIHA (such as Phone Book Advertisers) could set up booths at our meeting.  The membership also voted not to endorse various groups that may ask to have our name associated with their business or cause.

6. Vern Anderson gave a report on the 2010 Phone Books, and acknowledged his team of volunteers, which includes Randall Cavanah, Dean Larsen, and Virginia Hansen.  For those unable to pick up their books at the meeting, they may do so at Island Rentals.  Arvest and Cornerstone banks will sell phone books to non-members.

7. Will LaPage gave an update of the “HI Deer Study.”    Holiday Island has approximately ten times the density of deer that would support a healthy population.  The most important message for residents is “Don’t Feed the Deer!”

8.  Fred Holz gave a report on the Highway and Shoreline cleanup projects. 
9. Jerry Horning reported on the Neighborhood Watch, and thanked all volunteers.  He still is looking for more volunteers, to bring the numbers up to 90.

10. In Wanda Black’s absence, President Ragan reported on Holiday Island deaths during the last quarter, and memorials sent in honor of HIHA members.

11. Board Member and past President Ken Brown presented a check for $651.14 , the results of the joint HIHA/FOB Valentine’s Day Dinner Dance benefit, to Al Hagedorn, Treasurer of Friends of the Barn.  

12. Vice President Hartsell responded to a request received last quarter regarding establishing a Dog Park in Holiday Island.  She stated that HISID is responding to that request.

13. Debbie also presented a proposal to replace the window treatments in the clubhouse, and showed the group the sample the board approved.  The request for $5900 was approved by the membership, with one “no” vote voiced.

14. President Ragan spoke briefly about HIHA forming a group to address ways to market Holiday Island.  Interested members should contact Vern Anderson or Rick Ragan.

15. There were door prizes for some HIHA members, donated by some of our Phone Book advertisers.

16. The business meeting was adjourned, and was followed by a presentation from Nancy Plagge and other representatives from Carroll County Electric Cooperative Corporation.
